
T he fo l low ing is  requi red 
for  in t er v iew : 

1 One pair of grey short trousers.Ð 

2 One white or grey shirt.  

3 One pair of knee length Muir Academy grey socks. 

4 One pair of black lace-up shoes.  

5 Muir Tie, red and black stripes.Ð 

6 One pair white cotton Y-front underpants. 

Or: 

1 Gym Shorts, plain white or navy cotton or polyester. 

2 Plimsolls, one pair of white or black. 

3 Muir Academy or plain white cotton tee shirt, or 
pain pastel colour aertex short-sleeve shirt. 

4 White ankle socks. 

Ð�means that these may sometimes be borrowed, 
by prior arrangement. 

Or: 

The uniform of your current school, whatever colours 
or style it happens to be; a Scots kilt is wholly accept-
able. 

The fo l low ing is  requ i red for  sc hool  - 

(f rom  t he In t erv iew  Guide): 
1 Shorts, one pair standard grey shorts, 6 inch 

inside leg, grey flannel shorts are an acceptable 
alternative. Appropriate boys may use a real kilt 
instead of shorts upon request. 

2 Shirt, grey, or white. (Must be grey for strict 
tutorial.)  A clean shirt for each day at boarding 
school. 

3 Socks, one pair of knee length Muir Academy 
grey socks with red and black banding at the top. 
Boarders need a clean pair for each day! 

4 Shoes, black lace-up. Plus a polishing kit if you are 
a boarder. 

5 Blazer, one black, red-trimmed Muir Academy wool 
blazer, or a plain black single breasted one. 

6 Tie, one red and black striped Muir Academy tie. 

7 Cap, Muir Academy, red and black concentric 
stripes. (Optional but highly favoured.) 

8 Pullover, one grey Muir Academy, wool V-neck 
pullover. 

9 Gym Shorts, plain white, navy or black, cotton or 
polyester, boarders only 

10 Plimsolls, one pair white or black, boarders only. 

11 Tee Shirt,  Muir Academy with crest, boarders only. 

12 Tee Shirt, plain white cotton tee shirt, boarders only. 

13 Underpants, white cotton, Y-fronts, clean pair 
each day for boarders. 

14 Craft or art apron 

15 Vest, one white cotton, two if boarding. 

16 Nightwear, one pair of pyjamas, dressing gown, 
slippers, boarders only. 

Outdoor clothes, boarders only: one pair of stout 
walking shoes or boots, two pairs of thick socks, sturdy, 
long, warm trousers, warm waterproof jacket, warm 
sweater. 

Wash kit, boarders only: sponge bag, hand and bath 
towel, flannel, toothbrush and paste, soap and sham-
poo, hairbrush, comb, shaver and cream, deodorant 
and talcum powder. 

Classroom equipment, for day and boarders: satchel 
or bag, pencil case, fountain pen, ink or cartridges,  
ballpoint pen, pencils, pencil sharpener,  eraser, ruler, 
coloured crayons or felt-tip pens, pair of compasses and 
a protractor. 

Permitted extras: one soft toy, travel iron, garters, 
athletic support, painting set, sewing kit, track suit, 
suitable reading books, playing cards, football. Acoustic 
musical instruments, with special permission. 

Banned or restricted items: sweets, food, tobacco in 
any form, (unless with prior permission), alcohol, adult 
books or magazines, radios, catapults or water pistols.

Full Muir Uniform with grey shirt, grey V neck pullover and 
long grey Muir socks. The red-trimmed black wool blazer is 
highly desirable, but not essential. 
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
