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2 Travel To Hereford

Hereford is just the English side of the Welsh border, about a 3¥2 hour drive or
train ride from London, the same from Manchester and Liverpool by car. Newport is
an hour away, Bristol 1% hours and Birmingham 1 %2 hours. There are many possible
routes to Hereford by road so it is best you choose your own using a good road map.
The same can be said of the trains these days, check central train reservations.

Accommodation

Bed and breakfast is available locally. It may be possible to stay at the school be-
fore or after aday class. Miss Prim can only decide this after she has interviewed you.

The Rules

Y ou will find a much more comprehensive set of rules in the prospectus, initially
however it isthe following set of four rules that you have to learn.

1 | will count each stroke. If I miscount or you do not hear, you will begin again.

2 | will not adjust my clothing or rise from my position without permission, or you
will begin again.

3 1 will not rub my bottom or hands after punishment, or you will begin again.

4 1 will thank the corrector on completion of the punishment, or you will begin
again.

Learn these rules before your interview; you will be tested on them! If you are a
pupil you may at any time be asked to recite these rules. The punishment for not
knowing them, word perfect, is six of the best.

If you want an even better idea of what happens at an interview you should read
the story of Rosie Bottom (BGMOL) or any of Ishmael Skyes' books, which are all
loosely based on the real Muir Academy, and reflect the spirit and ethos of the Acad-
emy. To hear what actually goes on listen to our audio tapes, which are often from
real interviews and classes. The very best source to know what really happens at the
Muir Academy isto read the back issues of the Muir Journal.

If you are the tutor of a pupil you may find it instructive to read a copy of our
booklet, Rosie Bottom (BGMO01), to see how the interview and course booking forms
may be used to best effect!

Dear Friend,

Thank you for your interest and specifically for joining the Academy Club. This
Interview Guide has been designed to help you take the next steps in your progress
towards active membership of the Muir Academy.

With this you should have received the Muir Academy Prospectus, latest Journal,
catalogues and newsletter. Please read the Prospectus and this Interview Guide very
carefully. It will tell you al you need to know about the Muir Academy before as-
sessing in your own mind whether or not we are compatible. Make sure you do this
before making an appointment with me.

The simplest course is the monthly Saturday class, in Hereford from 10 am to 5
pm. They're usually mixed classes of boys, girls and specia girls. Occasionaly we
have all-boy classes for boys who prefer the company of their own kind, which some-
times have a male teacher for part of the day.

Next are the boarding three-day courses, usually held in mid Wales, Tuesday to
Friday. They can be mixed or single sexed, with one, two or even three tutors in at-
tendance, plus Matron, chef and maid. Finaly there are Tutorials, boarding only, for
the most experienced pupils. The regime and discipline are much tougher.

Muir College is run dightly differently to the other courses, in that it is for cou-
ples only; a pupil and atutor. They need not be partners outside the world of the Muir
Academy. There is an appointed Headmaster, as most of the pupils tend to be girls.
Once again there is a chef and amaid to take care of the domestic side of things.

Private tuition is possible on a one to one or two to one basis for boys, girls or
couples too shy or not suitable for inclusion into alarger group.

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Arranging your interview

1 Jointhe Academy club, if you have not done so already.

2 Decide when to make the trip. Weekdays only, not weekends, unless in very spe-
cial circumstances. Allow at least three hours, between 10 am and 3.30 pm.

3 Ring Miss Prim (the number isin the Members' Brief) to arrange a date and time.
Thisisessential, as she will not accept a booking by letter or e-mail alone.

4 Send your interview deposit and a completed Interview Form.

5 Prepare your kit. Thisis either basic school uniform or gym kit if you are a pupil,
or amaid’s uniform if that is what you wish to be. Some uniform may be loaned
to you, if you ask when you make the booking. Y ou may wear the colours of your
own school if you do not have the Muir colours.

6 Telephone Miss Prim a few days beforehand to confirm your arrangements. She
will meet you at the bus or train station, if necessary.

7 Turn up as arranged, in normal clothing. Bring your uniform and the balance of
your fee with you.

8 You will have a chance to chat in a relaxed atmosphere on your arrival, before
being taken to the school, where you will change into your uniform for the class-
room part of the interview.

9 You may bring a partner with you to the interview, however they will not be al-
lowed into the classroom with you.

10 Deposits cannot be returned. However if you cannot keep the appointment Miss
Prim may hold your deposit over for alater interview.

Booking courses

1 Look for dates of events that appeal to you, or ring and see if a course can be ar-
ranged to suit you.

2 Ring Miss Prim to seeif there are any places |eft and make your booking. Popular
courses can fill very quickly, so book as early as you can. It is sometimes possible
to get alate booking, so do try.

3 Send a completed application form and the deposit to confirm your booking. Un-
confirmed bookings will go to the next applicant if no deposit is received.

4 Phone at least two weeks before the course, to confirm and get directions sent to
you if you require them.

5 Onyour arrival you should hand in aletter to Matron about any medical or dietary
problems.

6 A letter from your Guardian or previous head pertaining to your conduct, with
your school fees, should be handed to Miss Prim when you are called to her office
once you are in uniform.

7 Read the rules in the Prospectus very carefully before embarking on a boarding
course.

You will need the full
Muir Uniform, including
the red-trimmed wool
blazer for boys and girls
and a gymdlip (not skirt)
for girls.

12 Boys Uniform

1 Shorts, one pair, grey, asecond pair of two-inch leg punishment shorts may also
be used. Appropriate boys may use areal kilt instead of shorts upon request.

2 Shirt, one, grey, blue or white. A clean shirt for each day at boarding school.

3 Socks, one pair of knee length Muir Academy grey with red and black banding
at the top. Boarders need a clean pair for each day!

Shoes, black lace-up. Plus a polishing kit if you are a boarder.

Blazer, one black, red-trimmed Muir Academy wool blazer, or a plain black poly-
ester single breasted one.

Tie, one red and black striped Muir Academy tie.

Cap, Muir Academy, red and black concentric stripes

Scarf, Muir Academy grey, red and black striped wool. Thisis optional.
Pullover, one grey Muir Academy, wool V-neck pullover.

10 Gym Shorts, plain white or navy cotton or polyester, boarders only

11 Plimsolls, one pair of white or black, boarders only.

12 Tee Shirt, Muir Academy with crest, boarders only.

13 Tee Shirt, plain white cotton tee shirt, boarders only.

14 Under pants, white cotton, Y-fronts, clean pair each day for boarders.
15 Vest, onewhite cotton, two if boarding.

16 Nightwear, one pair of pyjamas, dressing gown, sippers, boarders only.
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Outdoor clothes, boarders only: one pair of stout walking shoes or boots, two pairs
of thick socks, sturdy, long, warm trousers, warm water proof jacket, warm sweater.

Casual clothes, boarders only: one khaki shirt long or short sleeved, one pair of long
socks, khaki or tan, one pair of casual shoes or school sandals.

Wash kit, boarders only: sponge bag, hand and bath towel, flannel, toothbrush and
paste, soap and shampoo, hairbrush, comb, shaver and cream, deodorant and talcum
powder.

Classroom equipment, for day and boarders: satchel or bag, pencil case, fountain
pen, ink or cartridges, ballpoint pen, pencils, pencil sharpener, eraser, ruler, coloured
crayons or felt-tip pens, pair of compasses and a protractor, art apron.

Permitted extras: one soft toy, travel iron, garters, athletic support, painting set,
sewing Kit, track suit, suitable reading books, playing cards, football.

Banned or restricted items. sweets, food, tobacco in any form, (unless with prior
permission), alcohol, adult books or magazines, radios, catapults or water pistols.

14 Grls Uniform.

1 Gymdlip, navy, knee length, with belt or sash. Alternatively a pleated skirt may
be worn instead; grey or navy blue.

Blouse, white or light blue, boarders need a clean blouse each day.
Socks, white knee length, boarders a clean pair each day.
Knickers, full fitting, navy blue, boardersa clean pair each day.

Cardigan, V-neck, navy blue, (or a grey v-necked Muir Academy pullover as
with the boys' uniform.)

6 Blazer, dark navy blue, single breasted, red trimmed wool or plain navy blue
polyester or similar.

7 Brassiere, white sensible style, two if boarding.

8 Tie, Muir Academy, red and black striped.

9 Shoes, pair of sensible black or brown low heeled shoes or school sandals.

10 Gym Skirt, white, black or red wrap-around short pleated skirt, boarders only.
11 Ankle Socks, one pair white, boarders only.

12 Plimsolls, pair of white or black plimsolls, boarders only.

13 Tee Shirt, Muir Academy, with crest

14 Tee Shirt, plain white cotton tee-shirt.

15 Gym Knickers, one pair of red, white or navy, full-fit, boarders only.

16 Dress, navy candy striped, cotton dress, summer termonly.

17 Knickers, white cotton, full fit, to be worn with summer dress, boarders need a
clean pair for each day.

18 Boater, one only, to be worn with summer dress.
19 Nightwear, one nightdress or pyjamas, dressing gown, slippers, boarders only.
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Outdoor clothes: waterproof jacket, sensible waterproof shoes or boots, warm
sweater, tracksuit.

Wash kit, boarders only: sponge bag, hand and bath towel, flannel, toothbrush and
paste, soap and shampoo, hairbrush, comb, deodorant and talcum powder, minimal
cosmetics.

Classroom equipment, for day and boarders satchel or bag, pencil case, fountain
pen, ink or cartridges, ballpoint pen, pencils, pencil sharpener, eraser, ruler, coloured
crayons or felt tip pens, pair of compasses and a protractor, art apron.

Permitted extras. one soft toy, travel iron, painting set, apron, sewing kit, track suit,
suitable reading books, skipping rope, razor.

Banned or restricted items. sweets, food, tobacco (in any form, unless with prior
permission), alcohol, adult books or magazines, radios, catapults or water pistols,
jewellery, frivolous underwear, heavy make-up.
